*Make sure your quad runs fine with the top of the air box totally
removed through all of the gears. This kit is not recommended
for non jetted quads. A plug check is highly recommended to see
if a lean condition is present. If you cut up your box and your
quad needs to be rejetbed it will run poorhy.

1. Installation, what you need is a marker, drill with " bit,
preferably a jig saw with a wood blade or another type of a
saw to cut the hole out, a 716" open end wrench, a 216" Allen
wrench, sand paper, chisel ,and a pair of side cutters. (Fig 1}
2. Genter the aluminum plate on the airbox away from snorkel.
The outside of the plate should sit just in front of the 2 indents
in the cover for the snap clips. (Fig 2}

2. When positioned correctly, (In this position it will appear that
the front will not seal correctly due to the snorkel, but by
modifying the rubber gasket later it will allow it to seal.} drill one
pilot hole through the aluminum plate into the QEM cover, use
the hole in the middle closest to snorkel. Mow put one of the
bolts through the hole and tighten it up.

4. Drill a second hole opposite side of first through the lid and install
a bolt & nut, then proceed to drill the rest of the holes this is to
make sure the plate stays in the same spot. (Depending on
positioning you will probably drill through some of the fins on the
backside of the cover they will need to be removed later anyways.)

5. Once the holes are drilled outline the hole that you're going to
cut cut. (Fig 2}

6. Take the plate off and cut the hole out, recommended tool is a
jigsaw or dreme| if you don't have one, | would recommend making
a lot of holes with a bigger drill bit and using some sort of a small
hand saw or a hacksaw blade. HINT: It's easiest to drill the cormers
with a bigger drill bit first, before cutting. { Fig 4}

T. Now that the hole is cut, remowve the molded parts that interfere

with the bolts. Then file and sand all the edges and make sure
everything is smooth or else the filter can rip over time. [Fig 5}

&. Trim the gasket to compensate for the snorkel. Where the plate is
positioned on the airbox will determine how much needs to be cut
away. In the end it will look like a letter U. Making sure not to remove
too much of the gasket or a hole will be present. {Fig &)

9. Take the filter, gasket, and plate assemble together and install
onto the lid Order: airbox > rubber gasket = filter = plate.

10. Last fit the bootie over snorkel opening, now you're ready fo

go.
