lay flat on the cover when installation is complete. The plate
will sit tight against the raised section of lid. {Fig Z} Drill
through the aluminum plate into cover at center hole opposite
side of existing air intake. (Fig 2 next to arrow)

3. Remove plate and trim the two front pieces of plastic near the
air intake so the plate will lie almost flat on the cover. (Fig 3}

4. Replace plate and put ocne of the bolts through hole previously
drilled and lightly tighten. Next drill the center hole on opposite

side, and install another bolt. Mow proceed to drill rest of the holes,
having bolts in lid insures the plate stays in the same spot.

5. Once the holes are drilled outline the hole that you are going to cut
out. (Fig 4}

6. Take the plate off and cut the hole out, recommended tool is a
jigsaw or dremel if you don't have one, | would recommend making a

lot of holes with a bigger drill bit and using some sort of a small hand

saw or a hacksaw blade. HINT: It's easiest to drill the comers with a

bigger drill kit first, before cutting. (Fig 5}

9. Once assembled position owver the OEM cover line up the holes, and
bolt everything together and your ready to go.
